Grant Agreement

Between

The Partnership for Transparency Fund (PTF)

And

Grupo FARO of Ecuador 

1. 
Grupo FARO has requested financial support of the Partnership for Transparency Fund (PTF) for its project “No Votes for Food,” to be carried out in collaboration with Alimentate Ecuador (AE).  

2.
Grupo FARO has submitted the attached Project Proposal, dated December, 2005, including the Project Budget, an E-mail dated 12/08/05 responding to PTF’s questions, and a signed agreement with Alimentate Ecuador.    

3.
On the basis of this information, PTF has approved a grant of US$24,000 to be disbursed in three tranches of US$10,800, US$10,800 and $2,400 respectively, for the purposes spelled out in the attached documents.  The uses of the PTF funds will be for the costs listed in the Project Budget. 

4.
The PTF Grant will be made available to Grupo FARO on the following conditions:

(a) The grant will be used only for the purposes described in the attached Project Proposal.  Any material changes in the use of project funds or project design shall be made only with the agreement of PTF.

(b) Any funds remaining at the end of the project shall be returned by Grupo FARO to PTF.

(c) Grupo FARO shall keep a record of all expenditures incurred under the project and will provide PTF a full certified accounting of these expenditures, with relevant documentation, on completion of the project, or no later than December 31, 2006.  These expenditures will also be subject to the regular auditing requirements of Grupo FARO, and Grupo FARO will furnish PTF with a copy of the relevant audit if so requested.

(d) Grupo FARO will send to PTF the following reports on the implementation of the project: (i) a summary of the conclusions of the workshop with AE, and of the AE strategic plan which resulted and which Grupo FARO is to monitor; (ii) a summary of the outcome of the public launch of the project; (iii) a transcript of the radio announcement on the food packages; (iv) quarterly reports on the progress being made by AE in implementing its strategic plan and on other aspects of the project; and (v) within two months after completion of the project, a full detailed final report summarizing the implementation and conclusions of the project, the reactions from the press and various stakeholders and the lessons learned.  This will be accompanied by a certified final itemized statement of expenditure, together with a copy of any other reports prepared under the project (in the original language of publication).

(e) Grupo FARO will take all necessary steps to disseminate the results of the project, including posting the project reports on their website.

(f) Following project completion, PTF may make its own independent ex post evaluation of the implementation, outcome and impact of the project.  Grupo FARO will furnish the person appointed to undertake this task all possible assistance and access to all relevant documents.

5.
Grupo FARO will be responsible for securing all necessary government approvals of the grant, if any, and any necessary government filings.  Grupo FARO will be responsible for paying any tax liability arising from the grant.

6.
PTF will disburse the first tranche of $10,800 after the signature of this grant agreement.  The second tranche of $10,800 will be disbursed after Grupo FARO has sent PTF the reports mentioned in paragraph 4 (d) (i), (ii) and (iii) above, including a certified statement of expenditure showing the itemized use made of the first tranche funds.  The third tranche of $2,400 (10% of the total grant) will be disbursed upon receipt of a satisfactory final report, in accordance with paragraph 4 (d) (v) above, including the certified final itemized statement of expenditure.
